Wash your hands. Recently TheHorse.com
reported on the emerging prevalence of methyeillin
resistant
Staphylococcus
aureus(MRSA)
bacterial
infections among
horse people. For
years now MRSA
has been the
demon of human
health care
facilities;
hospitatacquired
MRSA is a big
fear for those
requiring
hospitalization,
and efforts to
prevent and treat keep hosts of infectieonontrol
professionals and research scientists employed. More
recently, MRSA in athletic locker rooms, gyms, and
training facilities has been in the headlines. And now,
iMRSA appears to be an occ
|l arge ani mal vet eMaureear i ans
Anderson, DVM. DVSc, postdoctoral fellow,

Department of Pathobiology of the Universityof Guelph.

Anderson discussed MRSA at the 2008
American Association of Equine Practitioners (AAEP)
convention. MRSA infections range from superficial
skin infedions to necrotizing pneumonia; and, although
antibiotics specific to individual strains of the bacteria
are being developed, concern persists that some strains
will become resistant to every drug available.

Different strains of MRSA cause different
effects and respond to different antibiotics. Treatment
must be based on cultuamdsensitivity laboratory tests
to determine which antibiotic will be effective. One
strain, ST398, is being found in horses and appears to
have the potential to be transmittestweeen animals and
humans. Anderson reported, however, that most horses
colonized with MRSA will clear the bacteria without
treatment if they are quarantined to prevergxposure.

Equine MRSA is not a big problem right now,
but itdés o mrthokKabdutramddeprot hi n
active about preventing. The single most effective
action to protect against MRSA? Wash your hands.

Wash your hands at home, in the hospital, in the barn,

at the gyni often and vigorously. Yes, alcohbased

hand sanitiers are effective, but more so when used on
hands that arendét visibly
grime under running water when you can.

Be safe. Be healthy. Wash your hands.

Fourth Steeplechase Fun Combined Driving Event
March 14-15. 2009
Morriston FL

Steeplechase is a communityniorth-central Florida whose majority of residents are devoted to carriage driving.
The residents will again host a tway event introducing the sport of Combined Driving. The event's atmosphere will
foster learning, mentoring, aficespecially-- fun. The very few rules invoked are predicated on safety and learning only.
Entries deemed not ready or suitable for this format by the organizing committee based on ADS safety regulations may
refused. This will be basically a training level event, using AB&riing Test #2. If there are openings, then an open
Preliminary Test #2 division will also be offered. After driving dressage, the entries will proceed to cones. You are free
walk hazards any time during the day.

Vivian Creigh has graciously acceptada invitation to be the dressage judge.

Sunday will be the marathon, approximately 4 to 5 K with four hazards. Hazards will have four gates and will be
timed for both Training and Preliminary. It will be Section E only.

Experienced Steeplechase drivers/petitors will be available to entrants as mentors if so needed. Dress is
informal, but helmets are required for marathon and hazards and strongly recommended for dressage and cones. Juni
must wear a helmet at all times while in a carriage. A currengi@sds required.

Entries are welcome to come on Friday. Let us know, and we will find a spot for your horse and you on a first
come/first served basis. We will not have lunch available on Saturday, but there will be cold cuts for sanddiches a
drinks available on Sunday, probably after marathon. Also we will have a Steeplhoktekdinner on Saturday
evening. You may bring a dessert or side dish, and it will be most welcome!

We are having a used tack sale, and any vendors who wism&are welcome.

This year for awards, we are doing what the endurance people do, which is "to finish is to win." We are giving
awards (last year it wasshirts) to all of those entries competing successfully. Scores for dressage and cones will be
posted or all to see at the Saturday night potluck. Marathon scores may be available on line after the event.

Entries will open for the Steeplechase CDE on January 1, 2009, and will close on Feb. 28, 2009, or when the
number of entries reaches 30. The fee fer$keeplechase CDE is $45.00. You must be a Florida Whips member to
participate.
