Committee Reports:
    Education - none

New Business: -Suggestion made that all new members be  contact by E-mail to request that they agree to receive their News Letter on line to save the club money.  
   
 
- Dona Love discussed the problems she's been having with Levy County Commission which has been requiring a permit for carriage drives at SteepleChase.  Investigation showed that although the County claims it can require a permit for any gathering at their discretion,  it has required permits for no other events or entities.  It was felt the commission's requirements that all resident's sign off on approval and liability insurance be obtained 6 months prior to the event were not only unreasonable, but could not be complied with since many of the SteepleChase residents  were out of town during the permitting process. Lynda Jowers also pointed out that Florida law  does not permit the encumbering of horses and horse drawn vehicles on public roads.  A motion was made and unanimously passed that Dona hold the SteepleChase event without applying for a permit and that the Whips would support her financially in the event the commission made an issue of it. 
-The 2008-9 Calendar was unanimously approved. Dona moved that the biannual general meeting be held on Dec 21st at the Christmas party/Parade.  The parade will be held at Carriage Museum if available.  Lynda will check on availability.  If the Carriage Museum is unavailable, the event will held at Connie Thoreson's.  In either case the event will be a potluck affair.
